Insert Report as follows
“Park Improvements” ;  We started off the year with a bounce when Mark Dalzell, the Senior Parks Officer, Head of Parks and Highways, LBS announced at our last AGM a shopping list of improvements to the Park. Much needed funding has been generously found by the, “Cheam North and Worcester Park Local Committee” who meet on a regular basis at St Bede’s Conference Centre, St Anthony’s Hospital.

Security Fencing.  This has now been erected around the main section of the park, plus notices that the gates are to be locked at sunset. We acknowledge that part financial contribution is by the Local Committee and the remainder by the Met.

Footpath (Widening)  The upgrade for the footpath widening is now completed including chicanes, drain-covers and lighting after some initial consultation which has improved safety. It is the intention that as soon this process is complete that LBS will then undertake a full consultation with members of the public and statutory bodies to convert the footpath so it can be used for cyclists legally/ proposed Bridleway.

Lower Paddock  LBS has now carried out some environmental improvements to the area. Also a new foot path has been added to snake across the park to connect Rutland Drive to the upgraded footpath. During the works the footpath was moved away from the rear of Amberley Way after consultation with the Friends, LBS and the Stonecot Neighbourhood Police Team following security concerns raised by local residents.
Tennis Courts  Renewal of tennis courts including resurfacing.

Childrens Playground  New playground equipment including new large climbing frame although there are ongoing issues with age limits.

Flower Tree and shrub planting  New investment and improvements including new shrub beds at the main entrance, thorny Pyracantha hedges by The Close and 16,000 daffodil bulbs.

As well as these much needed improvements to the Park our ‘Friend’s committee member Ken Haagman has carried out consultation with Thames water and LBS to investigate the parks drainage, partly prompted by changes to the path and adjoining drains which has resulted in the underground drains been cleaned and should now help to deal with the surface water running off the park. Thanks to all our committee members and thanks also to our local resident Peter Callaway for general maintenance and the upgrading of our web site, who all give their time freely. And last but not least we were invited to attend the School Council meeting at Glenthorne to listen to the Students suggestions for the Park and we are pleased to announce that in consultation with LBS a couple of new park benches will be installed near to the play area to be dedicated in their name
